
The evaluation policy sets out the purpose and scope of the evaluation 
function. It establishes clear principles and norms, and defines roles and 
accountability for the evaluation function. The policy serves as a guide in the 
planning, resourcing, management, conduct, and utilization of evaluations.

The policy also marks a substantial advancement in strengthening the 
independence and credibility of the evaluation function. It positions 
evaluation as a catalyst for driving evidence-based actions in UNFPA, 
towards stronger results for all women and girls.
