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Purpose of the survey

In year 2000 the world leaders in regards to FN agreed on 8 Goals of development, which
should be achieved within the year 2015 - the so called 2015 Goals (Millennium Goals). It
is now year 2007 — and we are halfway towards the Goals and the FN development
program UNPDs Nordic Office wishes to conduct a survey in the Nordic countries +
Vietnam. The survey will measure the degree of awareness of the 2015 Goals as well as
reveal how many percent of the population who know about the Goals and how optimistic
the population is in regards to achieving the Goals.

Method and sample

The surveys have been conducted by the research company Catinét (se attachment for
further details on Catinét) in Copenhagen. The CATI method has been chosen for all the

countries (CATI — Computer Assisted Telephone Interviewing).

About 1000 CATI interviews have been done in each of the countries; Denmark, Norway,
Finland, Sweden and Vietnam. The 1000 participants are representatively divided on age,
gender and geography in relation the relevant country’s total population.

This present summary contains the results for the Finn survey, which have been
conducted in May 2007.

Millennium Development Goals Knowledge Rate

Knowledge about the Millennium Development Goals (Base: 1002 interviews)
The knowledge about the Millennium Development Goals (MDGSs) is not very wide
spread in Finland. 20% of the participants have ever heard about the MDGs. 79%
have never heard about the goals and 1% could not answer the question.

There is no significant difference between genders in relation to this question.
The medieval (40-49 year) are most aware of the MDGs, 29% have answered
yes, whereas the younger and elderly age groups have between 15-21%.

The highest educated people are more aware of the MDGs and the same goes for
participants in the comprehensive school. The latter could indicate that the

comprehensive school has focussed on the MDGs as a part of the teaching.

Knowledge of what the MDGs are about (base: 199 interviews)
The Knowledge about what the MDGs are about is very limited or wrong.
About one fourth (22%) of the participants did not know or gave a wrong answer
to what the MDGs were about.
The knowledge about what the MDGs is very concentrated around Poverty
(55%). Second and third most mentioned are Hunger (15%) and Environment
(11%).

Possibility of reaching the UN goal of halving the poverty before 2015 (Base:
1002 interviews)
About 8 out of 10 participants find it impossible to halve the poverty before 2015
(77%). 16% find it possible and the rest of the participants do not know or could not

answer the question.

Development Co-operation
Importance of development co-operation (Base: 1002 interviews)

51% of the participants find it extremely important to co-operate on the
development. 42% find it quite important. 7% find it mot so important or not

important at all.

Finland’s current level of development co-operation (Base: 1002 interviews)

3% of the participants think that the current level is under 0,1 % of the GNP (Gross
national product). 16% say that it is 0,3% of the GNP, 14% say 0,4% of the GNP,
13% say 0,5% and the rest (16%) of the participants think that it is 0,7 or more.

39% have not answered or did not know the answer.

Knowledge about the actual situation

Access to primary school in the developing countries (Base: 1002 interviews)
35% of the participants find that the percentage of children with access to primary
school lies between 1-10%. 47% of the participants find that the percentage is
between 11-50%. Only 4% of the participants find that the percentage of children
with access to primary school lies between 51-80%. None of the participants have
answered a percentage which is close to or exactly the correct percentage (81-90%).
(Correct answer: 88 percent of all children in the developing world are enrolled in

primary school)

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Access to clean water —on a world wide scale (Base: 1002 interviews)
16% of the participants find that the percentage of people who have access to clean
water in the world is between 1-20 %. 22% of the participants say that the
percentage is between 21-40%. 21% of the participants think that it is 41-50% and
20% say between 51-70%. Only 8% of the participants have answered a percentage
which is close to or exactly the correct percentage (71-90%).
(Correct answer: The percentage of persons with access to an improved water
source has gone up from 71 percent in 1990 to 80 percent in 2004. Still, more than
1 billion people in the world, every sixth person, do not have access to an improved

water source).

Life expectancy at birth in the developing countries (Base: 1002 interviews)
34% find that average life expectancy of people living in the developing countries is
between 40-49 years. 35% find that average life e xpectancy of people living in the
developing countries is between 50-59 years. Only 4% of the participants have
answered close to or exactly the correct age (65-69 years).
(Correct answer: The average life expectancy at birth in the developing world is 65.2

years. The same figure for the whole world is 67.3 years).

Average percentage of people living for less than a dollar a day in the world
(Base: 1002 interviews)
10% of the participants find that the percentage of people living for less than a dollar
per day is between 1-10%. 19% of the participants have answered that between
21-30% live for a dollar per day. 19% of the participants have answered a
percentage which is close or exactly the correct percentage (11-20%).
(Correct answer: The poverty in the world has fallen from 28 percent in 1990 to 19
percent in 2004. The goal is to cut poverty in half before 2015 and thereby bring

down the figure to 14 percent of the world population).
