 Note on transition measures 

“Review of the system for the allocation of UNFPA resources to country programmes” 

(DP/FPA/2000/14)


As indicated in the “Review of the system for the allocation of UNFPA resources to country programmes” (DP/FPA/2000/14), there would be changes in classification for 21 out of a total of 177 countries.  In this regard, the following transition measures should be noted:

1.
As was the case when the system was introduced in 1996, the updated system would take effect when a new country programme cycle begins.  

2.
The system would be implemented in a gradual and flexible manner, especially where country programmes are ending in the immediate future, in order to allow time for the necessary adjustments by those countries moving to a lower category.  

3.
Similarly, special consideration would be afforded to countries moving to a higher category whose current country programmes may still have a duration of several years. 

4.
Countries moving to the “O” category would be accorded a grace period for the period 2001-2005, as noted in paragraph 36 of document DP/FPA/2000/14.

5.
As in the past, UNFPA would provide technical assistance to all countries, including category “C”, “T” and “O” countries.
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
