	· The United Nations Development Assistance Framework (UNDAF) and the draft country programme document had to be harmonized with the national development plan cycle and processes of Uganda.  The national development plan sectoral drafts were made available only during the first quarter of 2009, too late to complete the formulation of the draft country programme document in time for the annual session 2009. 
· United Nations programmes have moved from direct interventions for specialized and vertical services to strengthening national capacity, including the re-establishment and strengthening of local government and service delivery systems that had been affected by more than 20 years of war. The formulation of the new UNDAF and the draft country programmes had to be timed with the release of the national development plan to ensure harmonization with the plan and endorsement by the Government.
· The draft country programme document for Uganda will be presented to the second regular session 2009 of the Executive Board (8-11 September 2009).

	Guatemala
	· After the election of a new Government and the inauguration of a new president in January 2008, government priorities and programmes in Guatemala had to be adjusted to strengthen the emphasis on poverty reduction and social exclusion.  A new national development plan also had to be prepared.  In addition, the Government had to devise a comprehensive response to civilian insecurity and natural disasters.  
· The global economic crisis increased the social and economic vulnerability of the country. The Government has redoubled its efforts to implement programmes to benefit the poorest sectors of the population.

· The situation described above prevented the formulation of the United Nations Development Assistance Framework as per the original schedule. This, in turn, delayed the formulation of a new draft country programme document for Guatemala.  The additional time needed has enabled the UNDAF and the draft country programme document to be fully aligned with national priorities.
· The draft country programme document for Guatemala will be presented to the second regular session 2009 of the Executive Board (8-11 September 2009).
