There is as yet insuf�cient evidence of the effectiveness of some of the interventions outlined in the Briefs 
and for the use of some of the interventions outlined for certain target populations. Similarly, many of the 
studies of effectiveness do not disaggregate the research �ndings by sex. Where there is insuf�cient evidence, 
the interventions that are described are based on good practice, and it is recommended that in addition to 
monitoring coverage and quality, such interventions be evaluated and the results of their effectiveness fed back 
into the global evidence base. 
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
