The global Inter-agency Task Team on HIV and young people - Working group on strategic information
Terms of reference (Version 2)
Introduction: 
The working group on strategic information is one of the working groups of the global Interagency Task Team (IATT) on HIV and young people. The working group was formed during the interagency task team meeting held from 7 -9 May 2008 in New York. 
As strategic information is vital to guide the AIDS repose and without disaggregated data, it is difficult to monitor the breadth and depth of the response to the epidemic at either national or global levels. This is very important and particularly applies to the AIDS response among young people and the members of the global IATT felt that there is a need to have a working group focussing on strategic information on HIV and young people. 
The members, who attended the IATT meeting in May 2008, volunteered themselves to be part of this working group and the UNAIDS secretariat was identified as a facilitator of the working group based on the UNAIDS technical division of labour. The working group agreed to develop a Terms of Reference and a two year work plan that has a close link with the Terms of Reference. 
Overall aim: 
To ensure the availability of high quality strategic information for advocating, planning and monitoring of HIV prevention, treatment, care and support policies and programmes on HIV and young people, aged 10 to 24 years. 
Objectives: 
1. To facilitate/guide the development of the technical guidance on monitoring and evaluation of HIV prevention, treatment, care and support programmes on HIV and young people by the development partners (implementing and technical partners) for its use in countries; 
2. To advocate with the development partners (implementing and technical partners) from the country level for better coordination and harmonization for increased collection and use of strategic information from UNGASS indicators related to young people and most-at-risk populations, with age and sex disaggregation; 

3. To facilitate/guide the enhanced collection, compilation, analysis, interpretation and  dissemination of strategic information on HIV  and young people at country, regional and global levels; 
4. To identify gaps/issues through the data analysis that requires further exploration/research to the epidemiology and programming of HIV among young people. 
Suggested ways of working: 
The members of the strategic information working group agreed that the working group will work through e-mails and telephone conferences in order to implement the activities within the work plan of the working group. If needed, periodic physical meetings will be facilitated depending on the priority of the topics and also the availability of funds for organizing the meetings. 
As an option, it is also suggested that the members of the strategic information working group to organize a meeting just after the annual meeting of the global Interagency Task Team meeting on HIV and young people.
